Clothing
· Waterproof gloves (several pairs – they will get wet!)
· Beanies x 2
· Scarf or neck warmer – or balaclava
· Fleece or woolen jumper

· Thermal underwear (polypropylene not cotton!) 

· Waterproof coat (preferably a breathable one)

· Waterproof over pants (ski pants if you have them – or can borrow them)
· Track pants
· 4 pair of warm socks & underwear

· Warm T-shirts (skivvies, flannelettes, microfleece etc)
· Other warm clothes for the evenings

· Pajamas
With all clothing please avoid cotton (when wet it is very colds plus it takes ages to dry, synthetic clothing is generally warmer and dries quicker – this means no jeans!)
Remember: if you are not prepared with the right gear, you’ll be cold and you won’t have fun!
Equipment
· Shoes / boots to wear in the snow whilst we are not skiing (all day Sat).
· Runners – to be worn for journey and in evenings but not in snow
· Ski goggles or sunglasses 

· Small back pack
· Water bottle 
· Sleeping bag (warm one!)
· Sleeping mat  e.g. self inflating type
· Camp blanket (badges sewn on)

· Small pillow
· Dilly bag (plate, bowl, knife, fork, spoon, tea-towel)

· camera – cheap one  or disposable type
· Toothbrush and paste
· Towel
· Sunscreen (yes – you can get burnt in the snow!)
· Lollies (for lots of energy! – during the day)

· Plastic bags to put wet clothes in.

· toboggan (if you have one could we borrow it?)
· snow chains (if you have set for your car can we borrow them?)
Full change of clothes for car trip back.
